Abatement Specs:
Abatement is required for 
the materials listed in the 
sample logs, if disturbed. 
See tables and list above. 
The removal and disposal 
of fluorescent lamps must 
follow waste disposal 
regulations and must be 
recycled. All older light fix-
tures should be checked for 
possible PCB in ballasts.

Interior Construction Materials:

Flooring: 12 x 12 over 9 x 9 tiles used in dorms, day room and office areas. 

Walls and Ceilings:  Gypsum board and joint compounds for most walls. 

HVAC and Mech:  Forced air furnace / AC distributed through fiberglass 
insulated flex ductwork.

Miscellaneous Materials:  NA

Exterior Construction Materials:

Foundation:  Concrete slab foundation, on grade. 

Exterior Siding:  Exterior wood siding and wood trim. .

Windows:  Vinyl and metal frame windows, with no glazing compounds. 

Roofing:  Built up tar and gravel low slope roof for main roof areas.

Note 1: All of the drywall in the firehouse contains joint compounds containing asbestos. The composite test result for the gypsum and joint compounds 
should be <1% asbestos, which is classified as asbestos containing construction materials (ACCM). Composite test recommended prior to abatement.
